About our Speaker. . .


Our dinner meeting speaker, MCPON Scott, will share his experiences in the highest enlisted office of the Navy.  He will also relate his prior responsibilities with the Fifth Fleet and his assignment during Operation Enduring Freedom.  He will provide an insight to Sailors in today's Navy and his responsibilities to them.
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The Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy (MCPON) is the senior enlisted person in the Navy.  The MCPON serves as the senior enlisted leader of the Navy, and as an advisor to the Chief of Naval Operations and to the Chief of Naval Personnel in matters dealing with enlisted personnel and their families.  


Master Chief Scott graduated with academic honors from the U.S. Navy Senior Enlisted Academy in Newport, R.I., in 1990.  He has a Bachelor of Science degree from Southern Illinois University.  He became the tenth Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy on April 22, 2002


The Master Chief will also discuss the importance of support groups like the Navy League to the Navy's mission.  He will provide examples of successful programs and the impact of support groups on the Navy's mission capability and readiness.  He will provide an interesting insight to the  war on terrorism from an individual Sailor/Marine perspective.
